1. OVERVIEW OF PROJECT 
1.1 
Statutory Authority: 
In accordance with Nevada Revised Statutes (“NRS”) Chapter 353B and Section 529 of the U.S. Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, the College Savings Plans of Nevada (“College Savings Plans”) provide families with qualifying college savings programs with the objective of saving for higher education on a tax-advantaged basis.

NRS Chapter 353B establishes the College Savings Plans, which include both the Nevada Higher Education Prepaid Tuition Program (“Prepaid Program”) and the Nevada College Savings Program (“College Savings Program”), each under the authority of the Board of Trustees of the College Savings Plans of Nevada (“Board”), along with their associated trust funds, which are administered independently of each other.  With both programs, the State Treasurer and staff from the State Treasurer’s Office (“STO”) administer the daily operations of the programs.  These responsibilities include management of the programs’ vendors and partnerships, marketing, administration of program budgets and revenues, review of the performance of plans, and bringing for discussion new initiatives.
The Prepaid Program is administered by the Board.  NRS 353B.150 and NRS 353B.160 designate the State Treasurer as the administrator of the Prepaid Trust Fund, and specify the types of investments which may be purchased and the related constraints on how the Prepaid Trust Fund is to be administered. 
The Prepaid Trust Fund, created for the Prepaid Program, was approved by the Nevada Legislature during the 1997 biennial session (NRS §353B, College Saving Plans of Nevada). This authority also created the Board chaired by the State Treasurer. NRS § 353B can be found on the web at http://leg.state.nv.us/NRS/NRS-353B.html.  Nevada Administrative Code (“NAC”) §353B contains the regulations of the Prepaid and College Savings Programs and can be found on the web at http://leg.state.nv.us/NAC/NAC-353B.html.  Information on the Program may also be obtained from the web at https://nevadatreasurer.gov/cshome.htm.

Description of Plans:
College Savings Program
The Board administers four distinct 529 plans operating under the College Savings Program:  the SSgA Upromise 529 Plan, the Vanguard 529 College Savings Plan, the USAA College Savings Plan, and the  Putnam 529 for America plan.  Upromise Investments Inc. (“Upromise”) serves as the program manager for the three direct-sold plans. The Putnam 529 for America plan, a broker-sold plan, is administered by Putnam Investments.  A summary table listing relevant information for each plan is provided below:

* Putnam will be submitting a proposal in June 2014 to consolidate their age-based options to just one option.
NRS 353B.370 grants the Board latitude in determining how College Savings Trust Fund assets are to be invested, which may include the selection of an investment manager(s) and/or investment option, and the selection of a program manager(s).  The Board has a direct program agreement through 2031 with Upromise to act as the State’s program manager for its three direct plans and an agreement with Putnam Investments expiring September 2015 for management of the Putnam 529 for America plan.  Contracts between the program manager and each of the investment managers or any amendments to such contracts require the consent of the Board.  
Although Nevada statutes provide great latitude to the Board, the existence of four nationally-sold, private label plans in Nevada necessitates that the State take a more collaborative approach with its investment managers, Putnam, Vanguard, USAA and SSgA, since these firms also bear significant reputational risk for their national plans.  Both the State or investment manager may request consideration of changes to investments or the construction of investment options.  The investment managers are currently required to prepare annual investment plans in which they may propose changes to the lineup of investment options or other changes.  In addition, the State’s current investment consultant prepares a quarterly review of underlying funds’ performance and makes recommendations for funds that have been placed on “Watch” status.  The State Treasurer’s Office may also request special analyses of an investment manager; for instance, the State asked one of its investment managers to complete an analysis and consider adopting a smoother glidepath for its age-based options.  While the Board maintains the absolute right to unilaterally replace or delete underperforming investment options from a plan and has exercised that right several times in the last four years, the selection of a replacement fund or other investment-related changes (e.g., the aforementioned consideration of a smoothed glidepath) tends to utilize a more collaborative process in which an investment manager and STO work together to bring a recommendation to the Board.  The Board also reserves the right to reject program managers’ proposals for changes to the investment lineup and has also exercised that right.
The underlying funds for the investment options contained in the above four plans consist of mutual funds, ETF’s, separate accounts and combinations of mutual funds/ETFs/separate accounts.  A listing of the underlying funds for the College Savings Program is included as Attachment G.  

Prepaid Program
In addition to the College Savings Program, the Prepaid Program enables Nevada residents to lock in future college tuition rates at today’s prices. To date, more than 16,000 residents have invested in the Prepaid Program, which has a market value of about $178 million as of December 31, 2013.  The Treasurer’s Office is responsible for managing the asset allocation of the Prepaid Trust Fund and ensures the assets are managed in accordance with the investment parameters set forth in NRS 353B.160 and adhere to the following asset allocation, which is set in the program’s investment policy as:

· 43% Fixed Income

· 57% Domestic Equities

· 45% Large Cap

· 8% Mid Cap

· 4% Small Cap
Chicago Equity Partners invests the fixed income portion of the fund in a separate account, and equities are invested in three passively managed institutional mutual funds through Vanguard (See Attachment G for investment details.). As of June 30, 2013, the Program’s funded status was calculated by the Program’s actuary to be 111.6% and the actuarially assumed rate of return for the portfolio based on this asset allocation is 6.75%. As a result of the funding ratio, the Treasurer’s office is currently exploring alternative investments options, such as covered-calls (buy-write strategy), low-volatility funds, covered-puts, etc. Pursuant to statute, the Prepaid Program may explicitly invest in covered-calls, in addition to the 57% allocation to domestic equity. 
The term of the contract with Chicago Equity Partners runs through December 31, 2016.  The equity investments in the three passive domestic equities funds with Vanguard are completely portable and our positions in those funds may be liquidated at any time.

Investment Policies: 
The Board has adopted investment policies for the Prepaid Program and the College Savings Program. The investment policies detail the roles and responsibilities of the Board, the State Treasurer, the investment consultant, the program manager, and the investment manager(s). The investment consultant will be required to adhere to the policies and procedures and requirements set forth in these documents. The investment objectives, permitted investments, asset allocation policies and performance monitoring and reporting requirements, including required quarterly and annual investment reports to the Board are outlined in both investment policies. 
The Prepaid Program investment policy contains detailed information on ‘Watch’ list criteria and manager selection and evaluation. The College Savings Program has a more detailed document, Funding Monitoring Guidelines, which details the “Watch’ list criteria for each of the four College Savings Programs. These documents are available in Attachment H.

1.4
Purpose of RFP: 
The Office of the Nevada State Treasurer (“State Treasurer”), in accordance with its responsibilities to administer the Nevada Higher Education Prepaid Tuition Trust Fund (“Prepaid Trust Fund”) and the Nevada College Savings Trust Fund (“College Savings Trust Fund”), is requesting proposals from qualified investment consultants to provide investment consulting services to the Board and the State Treasurer within the scope of work outlined in Section 3 of this document.  The consulting services requested would serve to fulfill the requirements for fund monitoring and due diligence that are provided in the investment policies for the Prepaid Program and College Savings Program.  The contract period is for four years. 
The State may choose to enter into a contract with one consultant to perform work for both the College Savings Program and Prepaid Program or may choose to contract with two separate consultants, one for each program.  Presently, the State uses the latter arrangement, with a separate consulting firm engaged for each program.  
Program records are maintained in the Las Vegas and Carson City offices of the State Treasurer.

3. SCOPE OF WORK

3.1 
Overview:

The State Treasurer, with the advice and consent of the Board, seeks investment consulting services from the awarded vendor to monitor investments within the College Savings Trust Fund and the Prepaid Trust Fund and their associated programs.  It is expected that the awarded vendor would provide quarterly reports to the Board to include recommendations and findings on underlying investments and age-based and risk-based portfolios, as well as annual investment reviews, as noted in more detail in the sections below.  In order to award this contract, the awarded vendor must demonstrate that they will:    

1) Directly provide a higher level of expertise than is currently available from members of the Board and the State Treasurer;

2) Directly provide and have access to independent and objective opinions;

3) Directly provide information and tools currently unavailable to the Board and State Treasurer; and

4) Recognize and acknowledge the burden of co-fiduciary responsibility owed to the participants of the College Savings Program and the Prepaid Program.

STATE ADMINISTRATIVE MANUAL (SAM) SECTION 0325
0325 State Agencies, Boards, and Commissions with Independent Contracts for Outside Legal or Professional Services
Professional services shall include consultation or representative services within the professional’s area of educational expertise performed by licensed practitioners as defined in NRS Chapter 439A, attorneys, accountants, engineers, architects, or experts (by education or experience) for judicial or administrative proceedings. It is the policy of the State of Nevada to limit and monitor costs associated with the hiring of professional and expert services, including private attorneys who provide services to the State as independent contractors. Accordingly, all such contracts including those entered into between the State, its agencies, boards and commissions, must include the following contract terms. Further, no such contract may extend beyond a two-year term without review and approval of the Board of Examiners. 

1. Notification of Attorney General's Office - Contractor shall notify and consult with the Attorney General's Office promptly regarding all significant developments in regard to any potential legal matters or legal services provided under this contract. Should litigation involving potential liability for the State commence or significantly change during the term of this contract, the Attorney General's Office shall be immediately informed in writing. Contractor shall promptly advise the Risk Management Division of the Department of Administration regarding changes in the status of litigation that may have a fiscal impact on the State. 

2. Copies of Work Products Provided to Attorney General's Office - Contractor shall promptly provide the Attorney General's Office, 100 N. Carson Street, Carson City, NV 89701-4717, with copies of final versions of the written work product relevant to any legal matter, including correspondence and executed counterparts of any original pleadings or other matters of importance. Contractor shall also provide to the Attorney General's Office written, quarterly reports summarizing significant developments in regard to the subject matter of the contract and significant services performed under the contract. 

3. Work Product the Property of the State - All work products of the Contractor resulting from this contract are the exclusive property of the State. If any work remains in progress at the termination of this agreement, the Contractor shall surrender originals of all documents, objects or other tangible items related to the work to the Attorney General's Office. 

4. Conflicts of Interest - Contractor shall not accept other representation or work known to be in direct conflict with the subject matter of the contract without prior written approval of the Attorney General's Office and all attorneys will consult with the Attorney General's Office regarding potential conflicts of interest, at all times acting in accordance with the Nevada Rules of Professional Conduct, Supreme Court Rules 157 - 159. 

5. Copies of professional liability insurance will be attached to the contract with proof of policy of professional liability insurance for errors and omissions that is issued by an admitted insurance company authorized to transact insurance in the State of Nevada or by an insurance company authorized to transact surplus lines in the State of Nevada in an amount not less than $1 million, or as otherwise determined or waived by the Division of Risk Management, Department of Administration, 201 S. Roop Street, Suite #201, Carson City, NV 89701. 

6. Billing - In the absence of an agreed upon flat rate or per diem, contractor shall submit monthly billings for work performed, billing only for actual time spent performing a task, and not for unit charge (e.g., no automatic billing of one-third hour for a phone call that may take only five minutes). In every case all billings shall describe all work performed with particularity and by whom it was performed. Billings shall be attached to payment vouchers and processed, as are other claims against the State. Such billings are subject to the following guidelines: 

1. Unless otherwise agreed in advance, it is expected that only one professional from contractor's organization will attend meetings, depositions and arguments and other necessary events, although a second person may be needed for trials and major hearings or meetings; 

2. Charges for professional time during travel will not normally be reimbursable unless the time is actually used performing professional services or as otherwise arranged in advance. In addition, the State will not pay: 

3. Fees for the training of personnel incurred as a result of staffing changes or increases during the term of the contract; 

4. Fees for time spent educating junior professionals or associates; 

5. Fees for more than ten hours of work per day for any individual, except during trial or another extraordinary event. 

7. Expense Statements - If the contract provides for specific reimbursement for expenses, contractor shall submit monthly statements to the Contracting Agency itemizing all expenses for which reimbursement is claimed. Certain disbursements will not be paid unless agreed to in advance. These include: 

1. Secretarial or word processing services (normal, temporary, or overtime); 

2. Photocopy expenses of more than 15 cents per page; 

3. Photocopy costs in excess of $2,000 for a single job; 

4. Any other staff charges, such as meals, filing, proofreading, regardless of when incurred; 

5. Computer time (other than computer legal research specifically authorized in advance). 

The State will not reimburse expenses for the following: 

6. Local telephone expenses or office supply costs; 

7. The costs of first-class travel (travel arrangements should be made in advance to take advantage of cost-effective discounts or special rates). 

8. Disputes - In the event that a civil action is instituted to collect any payment due under this contract or to obtain performance under this contract, the State as a prevailing party shall recover, as the court deems appropriate, reasonable attorneys' fees and all costs and disbursements incurred in such action. 
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ATTACHMENT E

INSURANCE SCHEDULE





INDEMNIFICATION CLAUSE:

Contractor shall indemnify, hold harmless and, not excluding the State's right to participate, defend the State, its officers, officials, agents, and employees (hereinafter referred to as “Indemnitee”) from and against all liabilities, claims, actions, damages, losses, and expenses including without limitation reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs, (hereinafter referred to collectively as “claims”) for bodily injury or personal injury including death, or loss or damage to tangible or intangible property caused, or alleged to be caused, in whole or in part, by the negligent or willful acts or omissions of Contractor or any of its owners, officers, directors, agents, employees or subcontractors.  This indemnity includes any claim or amount arising out of or recovered under the Workers’ Compensation Law or arising out of the failure of such contractor to conform to any federal, state or local law, statute, ordinance, rule, regulation or court decree.  It is the specific intention of the parties that the Indemnitee shall, in all instances, except for claims arising solely from the negligent or willful acts or omissions of the Indemnitee, be indemnified by Contractor from and against any and all claims.  It is agreed that Contractor will be responsible for primary loss investigation, defense and judgment costs where this indemnification is applicable.  In consideration of the award of this contract, the Contractor agrees to waive all rights of subrogation against the State, its officers, officials, agents and employees for losses arising from the work performed by the Contractor for the State.



INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS:

Contractor and subcontractors shall procure and maintain until all of their obligations have been discharged, including any warranty periods under this Contract are satisfied, insurance against claims for injury to persons or damage to property which may arise from or in connection with the performance of the work hereunder by the Contractor, his agents, representatives, employees or subcontractors.  



The insurance requirements herein are minimum requirements for this Contract and in no way limit the indemnity covenants contained in this Contract.  The State in no way warrants that the minimum limits contained herein are sufficient to protect the Contractor from liabilities that might arise out of the performance of the work under this contract by the Contractor, his agents, representatives, employees or subcontractors and Contractor is free to purchase additional insurance as may be determined necessary. 





A.	MINIMUM SCOPE AND LIMITS OF INSURANCE:  Contractor shall provide coverage with limits of liability not less than those stated below.  An excess liability policy or umbrella liability policy may be used to meet the minimum liability requirements provided that the coverage is written on a “following form” basis.

2.	The Contractor's insurance coverage shall be primary insurance and non-contributory with respect to all other available sources.



C.	NOTICE OF CANCELLATION:  Each insurance policy required by the insurance provisions of this Contract shall provide the required coverage and shall not be suspended, voided or canceled except after thirty (30) days prior written notice has been given to the State, except when cancellation is for non-payment of premium, then ten (10) days prior notice may be given.  Such notice shall be sent directly to the Office of the State Treasurer, 101 N Carson St, Ste. 4, Carson City NV  89701.



D.	ACCEPTABILITY OF INSURERS:  Insurance is to be placed with insurers duly licensed or authorized to do business in the state of Nevada and with an “A.M. Best” rating of not less than A- VII. The State in no way warrants that the above-required minimum insurer rating is sufficient to protect the Contractor from potential insurer insolvency.



E.	VERIFICATION OF COVERAGE:  Contractor shall furnish the State with certificates of insurance (ACORD form or equivalent approved by the State) as required by this Contract.  The certificates for each insurance policy are to be signed by a person authorized by that insurer to bind coverage on its behalf.



	All certificates and any required endorsements are to be received and approved by the State before work commences.  Each insurance policy required by this Contract must be in effect at or prior to commencement of work under this Contract and remain in effect for the duration of the project.  Failure to maintain the insurance policies as required by this Contract or to provide evidence of renewal is a material breach of contract.

G.	APPROVAL:  Any modification or variation from the insurance requirements in this Contract shall be made by the Attorney General’s Office or the Risk Manager, whose decision shall be final.  Such action will not require a formal Contract amendment, but may be made by administrative action.

1. REQUIRED APPROVAL.  This Contract shall not become effective until and unless approved by the Nevada State Board of Examiners.

2. DEFINITIONS.


A. ”State” – means the State of Nevada and any State agency identified herein, its officers, employees and immune contractors as defined in NRS 41.0307.


B. “Independent Contractor” – means a person or entity that performs services and/or provides goods for the State under the terms and conditions set forth in this Contract.


C. “Fiscal Year” – is defined as the period beginning July 1st and ending June 30th of the following year.


D. “Current State Employee” – means a person who is an employee of an agency of the State.


E. 
“Former State Employee” – means a person who was an employee of any agency of the State at any time within the preceding 24 months.


3. CONTRACT TERM.  This Contract shall be effective as noted below, unless sooner terminated by either party as specified in Section 10, Contract Termination.  Contract is subject to Board of Examiners’ approval (anticipated to be Date).

4. NOTICE.  Unless otherwise specified, termination shall not be effective until 30 calendar days after a party has served written notice of termination for default, or notice of termination without cause upon the other party.  All notices or other communications required or permitted to be given under this Contract shall be in writing and shall be deemed to have been duly given if delivered personally in hand, by telephonic facsimile with simultaneous regular mail, or mailed certified mail, return receipt requested, posted prepaid on the date posted, and addressed to the other party at the address specified above.

The State does not agree to reimburse Contractor for expenses unless otherwise specified in the incorporated attachments.  Any intervening end to a biennial appropriation period shall be deemed an automatic renewal (not changing the overall Contract term) or a termination as the result of legislative appropriation may require.

7. ASSENT.  The parties agree that the terms and conditions listed on incorporated attachments of this Contract are also specifically a part of this Contract and are limited only by their respective order of precedence and any limitations specified.


8. BILLING SUBMISSION:  TIMELINESS.  The parties agree that timeliness of billing is of the essence to the Contract and recognize that the State is on a fiscal year.  All billings for dates of service prior to July 1 must be submitted to the state no later than the first Friday in August of the same calendar year.  A billing submitted after the first Friday in August, which forces the State to process the billing as a stale claim pursuant to NRS 353.097, will subject the Contractor to an administrative fee not to exceed one hundred dollars ($100.00).  The parties hereby agree this is a reasonable estimate of the additional costs to the state of processing the billing as a stale claim and that this amount will be deducted from the stale claim payment due to the Contractor.


9. INSPECTION & AUDIT.

A. Books and Records.  Contractor agrees to keep and maintain under generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP) full, true and complete records, contracts, books, and documents as are necessary to fully disclose to the State or United States Government, or their authorized representatives, upon audits or reviews, sufficient information to determine compliance with all State and federal regulations and statutes.


B. Inspection & Audit.  Contractor agrees that the relevant  books, records (written, electronic, computer related or otherwise), including, without limitation, relevant accounting procedures and practices of Contractor or its subcontractors, financial statements and supporting documentation, and documentation related to the work product shall be subject, at any reasonable time, to inspection, examination, review, audit, and copying at any office or location of Contractor where such records may be found, with or without notice by the State Auditor, the relevant State agency or its contracted examiners, the department of Administration, Budget Division, the Nevada State Attorney General’s Office or its Fraud Control Units, the state Legislative Auditor, and with regard to any federal funding, the relevant federal agency, the Comptroller General, the General Accounting Office, the Office of the Inspector General, or any of their authorized representatives.  All subcontracts shall reflect requirements of this Section.


C. Period of Retention.  All books, records, reports, and statements relevant to this Contract must be retained a minimum three (3) years, and for five (5) years if any federal funds are used pursuant to the Contract.  The retention period runs from the date of payment for the relevant goods or services by the state, or from the date of termination of the Contract, whichever is later.  Retention time shall be extended when an audit is schedule or in progress for a period reasonably necessary to complete an audit and/or to complete any administrative and judicial litigation which may ensue.

10. CONTRACT TERMINATION.

A. Termination Without Cause.  Any discretionary or vested right of renewal notwithstanding, this Contract may be terminated upon written notice by mutual consent of both parties, or unilaterally by either party without cause.


B. State Termination for Non-Appropriation.  The continuation of this Contract beyond the current biennium is subject to and contingent upon sufficient funds being appropriated, budgeted, and otherwise made available by the state Legislature and/or federal sources.  The State may terminate this Contract, and Contractor waives any and all claims(s) for damages, effective immediately upon receipt of written notice (or any date specified therein) if for any reason the contracting Agency’s funding from State and/or federal sources is not appropriated or is withdrawn, limited, or impaired.


C. Cause Termination for Default or Breach.  A default or breach may be declared with or without termination.  This Contract may be terminated by either party upon written notice of default or breach to the other party as follows:


1) If Contractor fails to provide or satisfactorily perform any of the conditions, work, deliverables, goods, or services called for by this Contract within the time requirements specified in this Contract or within any granted extension of those time requirements; or

2) If any State, county, city, or federal license, authorization, waiver, permit, qualification or certification required by statute, ordinance, law, or regulation to be held by Contractor to provide the goods or services required by this Contract is for any reason denied, revoked, debarred, excluded, terminated, suspended, lapsed, or not renewed; or

3) If Contractor becomes insolvent, subject to receivership, or becomes voluntarily or involuntarily subject to the jurisdiction of the bankruptcy court; or

4) If the State materially breaches any material duty under this Contract and any such breach impairs Contractor’s ability to perform; or

5) If it is found by the State that any quid pro quo or gratuities in the form of money, services, entertainment, gifts, or otherwise were offered or given by Contractor, or any agent or representative of Contractor, to any officer or employee of the State of Nevada with a view toward securing a contract or securing favorable treatment with respect to awarding, extending, amending, or making any determination with respect to the performing of such contract; or

6) If it is found by the State that Contractor has failed to disclose any material conflict of interest relative to the performance of this Contract.

D. Time to Correct.  Termination upon declared default or breach may be exercised only after service of formal written notice as specified in Section 4, Notice, and the subsequent failure of the defaulting party within fifteen (15) calendar days of receipt of that notice to provide evidence, satisfactory to the aggrieved party, showing that the declared default or breach has been corrected.


E. 
Winding Up Affairs Upon Termination.  In the event of termination of this Contract for any reason, the parties agree that the provisions of this Section survive termination:


1) The parties shall account for and properly present to each other all claims for fees and expenses and pay those which are undisputed and otherwise not subject to set off under this Contract.  Neither party may withhold performance of winding up provisions solely based on nonpayment of fees or expenses accrued up to the time of termination;

2) Contractor shall satisfactorily complete work in progress at the agreed rate (or a pro rata basis if necessary) if so requested by the Contracting Agency;

3) Contractor shall execute any documents and take any actions necessary to effectuate an assignment of this Contract if so requested by the Contracting Agency;

4) Contractor shall preserve, protect and promptly deliver into State possession all proprietary information in accordance with Section 21, State Ownership of Proprietary Information.


11. REMEDIES.  Except as otherwise provided for by law or this Contract, the rights and remedies of the parties shall not be exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or equity, including, without limitation, actual damages, and to a prevailing party reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs.  It is specifically agreed that reasonable attorneys’ fees shall include without limitation one hundred and twenty-five dollars ($125.00) per hour for State-employed attorneys.  The State may set off consideration against any unpaid obligation of Contractor to any State agency in accordance with NRS 353C.190.  In the event that the Contractor voluntarily or involuntarily becomes subject to the jurisdiction of the Bankruptcy Court, the State may set off consideration against any unpaid obligation of Contractor to the State or its agencies, to the extent allowed by bankruptcy law, without regard to whether the procedures of NRS 353C.190 have been utilized.

12. LIMITED LIABILITY.  The State will not waive and intends to assert available NRS Chapter 41 liability limitations in all cases.  Contract liability of both parties shall not be subject to punitive damages.  Liquidated damages shall not apply unless otherwise specified in the incorporated attachments.  Damages for any State breach shall never exceed the amount of funds appropriated for payment under this Contract, but not yet paid to Contractor, for the fiscal year budget in existence at the time of the breach.  Damages for any Contractor breach shall not exceed one hundred and fifty percent (150%) of the Contract maximum “not to exceed” value.  Contractor’s tort liability shall not be limited.


13. FORCE MAJEURE.  Neither party shall be deemed to be in violation of this Contract if it is prevented from performing any of its obligations hereunder due to strikes, failure of public transportation, civil or military authority, act of public enemy, accidents, fires, explosions, or acts of God, including without limitation, earthquakes, floods, winds, or storms.  In such an event the intervening cause must not be through the fault of the party asserting such an excuse, and the excused party is obligated to promptly perform in accordance with the terms of the Contract after the intervening cause ceases.


14. INDEMNIFICATION.  To the fullest extent permitted by law Contractor shall indemnify, hold harmless and defend, not excluding the State’s right to participate, the State from and against all liability, claims, actions, damages, losses, and expenses, including, without limitation, reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs, arising out of any alleged negligent or willful acts or omissions of Contractor, its officers, employees and agents.

15. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.  Contractor is associated with the State only for the purposes and to the extent specified in this Contract, and in respect to performance of the contracted services pursuant to this Contract, Contractor is and shall be an independent contractor and, subject only to the terms of this Contract, shall have the sole right to supervise, manage, operate, control, and direct performance of the details incident to its duties under this Contract.  Nothing contained in this Contract shall be deemed or construed to create a partnership or joint venture, to create relationships of an employer-employee or principal-agent, or to otherwise create any liability for the State whatsoever with respect to the indebtedness, liabilities, and obligations of Contractor or any other party.  Contractor shall be solely responsible for, and the State shall have no obligation with respect to:  (1) withholding of income taxes, FICA or any other taxes or fees; (2) industrial insurance coverage; (3) participation in any group insurance plans available to employees of the State; (4) participation or contributions by either Contractor or the State to the Public Employees Retirement System; (5) accumulation of vacation leave or sick leave; or (6) unemployment compensation coverage provided by the State.  Contractor shall indemnify and hold State harmless from, and defend State against, any and all coverage provided by the State.  Contractor shall indemnify and hold State harmless from, and defend State against, any and all losses, damages, claims, costs, penalties, liabilities, and expenses arising or incurred because of, incident to, or otherwise with respect to any such taxes or fees.  Neither Contractor nor its employees, agents, nor representatives shall be considered employees, agents, or representatives of the State and Contractor shall evaluate the nature of services and the term of the Contract negotiated in order to determine “independent contractor” status, and shall monitor the work, relationship throughout the term of the Contract to ensure that the independent contractor relationship remains as such. 16. INSURANCE SCHEDULE.  Unless expressly waived in writing by the State, Contractor, as an independent contractor and not an employee of the State, must carry policies of insurance and pay all taxes and fees incident hereunto.  Policies shall meet the terms and conditions as specified within this Contract along with the additional limits and provisions as described in Attachment BB, incorporated hereto by attachment.  The State shall have no liability except as specifically provided in the Contract.


The Contractor shall not commence work before:


1) 
Contractor has provided the required evidence of insurance to the Contracting Agency of the State, and

2) 
The State has approved the insurance policies provided by the Contractor.


Prior to approval of the insurance policies by the State shall be a condition precedent to any payment of consideration under this Contract and the State’s approval of any changes to insurance coverage during the course of performance shall constitute an ongoing condition subsequent to this Contract.  Any failure of the State to timely approve shall not constitute a waiver of the condition.


A. Insurance Coverage.  The Contractor shall, at the Contractor’s sole expense, procure, maintain and keep in force for the duration of the Contract insurance conforming to the minimum limits as specified in Attachment BB, incorporated hereto by attachment.  Unless specifically stated herein or otherwise agreed to by the State, the required insurance shall be in effect prior to the commencement of work by the Contractor and shall continue in force as appropriate until:

1) Final acceptance by the State of the completion of this Contract; or


2) Such time as the insurance is no longer required by the State under the terms of this Contract; whichever occurs later.

Any insurance or self-insurance available to the State shall be in excess of and non-contributing with, any insurance required from Contractor.  Contractor’s insurance policies shall apply on a primary basis.  Until such time as the insurance is no longer required by the State, Contractor shall provide the State with renewal or replacement evidence of insurance no less than thirty (30) days before the expiration or replacement of the required insurance.  If at any time during the period when insurance is required by the Contract, an insurer or surety shall fail to comply with the requirements of this Contract, as soon as Contractor has knowledge of any such failure, Contractor shall immediately notify the State and immediately replace such insurance or bond with an insurer meeting the requirements.


B. General Requirements.  


1) Additional Insured:  By endorsement to the general liability insurance policy, the State of Nevada, its officers, employees and immune contractors as defined in NRS 41.0307 shall be named as additional insureds for all liability arising from the Contract.

2) Waiver of Subrogation:  Each insurance policy shall provide for a waiver of subrogation against the State of Nevada, its officers, employees and immune contractors as defined in NRS 41.0307 for losses arising from work/materials/equipment performed or provided by or on behalf of the Contractor.

3) Cross Liability:  All required liability policies shall provide cross-liability coverage as would be achieved under the standard ISO separation of insureds clause.

4) Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions:  Insurance maintained by Contractor shall apply on a first dollar basis without application of a deductible or self-insured retention unless otherwise specifically agreed to by the State.  Such approval shall not relieve Contractor from the obligation to pay any deductible or self-insured retention.  Any deductible or self-insured retention shall not exceed fifty thousand dollars ($50,000.00) per occurrence, unless otherwise approved by the Risk Management Division.

5) Policy Cancellation:  Except for ten (10) days notice for non-payment of premiums, each insurance policy shall be endorsed to state that without thirty (30) days prior written notice to the State of Nevada, c/o Contracting Agency, the policy shall not be canceled, non-renewed or coverage and/or limits reduced or materially altered, and shall provide that notices required by this Section shall be sent by certified mail to the address shown on page one (1) of this contract.

6) Approved Insurer:  Each insurance policy shall be:

a) Issued by insurance companies authorized to do business in the State of Nevada or eligible surplus lines insurers acceptable to the State and having agents in Nevada upon whom service of process may be made; and

b) Currently rated by A.M. Best as “A-VII” or better.


C. Evidence of Insurance.  


Prior to the start of any work, Contractor must provide the following documents to the contracting State agency:

1) Certificate of Insurance:  The Acord 25 Certificate of Insurance form or a form substantially similar must be submitted to the State to evidence the insurance policies and coverages required of Contractor.  The certificate must name the State of Nevada, its officers, employees and immune contractors as defined in NRS 41.0307 as the certificate holder.  The certificate should be signed by a person authorized by the insurer to bind coverage on its behalf.  The State project/Contract number; description and Contract effective dates shall be noted on the certificate, and upon renewal of the policies listed, Contractor shall furnish the State with replacement certificates as described within Section 16A, Insurance Coverage.

Mail all required insurance documents to the State Contracting Agency identified on Page one of the Contract.


2) Additional Insured Endorsement:  An Additional Insured Endorsement (CG 20 10 11 85 or CG 20 26 11 85), signed by an authorized insurance company representative, must be submitted to the State to evidence the endorsement of the State as an additional insured per Section 16 B, General Requirements.


3) Schedule of Underlying Insurance Policies:  If Umbrella or Excess policy is evidenced to comply with minimum limits, a copy of the underlying Schedule from the Umbrella or Excess insurance policy may be required.


4) Review and Approval:  Documents specified above must be submitted for review and approval by the State prior to the commencement of work by Contractor.  Neither approval by the State nor failure to disapprove the insurance furnished by Contractor shall relieve Contractor of Contractor’s full responsibility to provide the insurance required by this Contract.  Compliance with the insurance requirements of this Contract shall not limit the liability of Contractor or its subcontractors, employees or agents to the State or others, and shall be in addition to and not in lieu of any other remedy available to the State under this Contract or otherwise.  The State reserves the right to request and review a copy of any required insurance policy or endorsement to assure compliance with these requirements.


17. COMPLIANCE WITH LEGAL OBLIGATIONS.  Contractor shall procure and maintain for the duration of this Contact any State, county, city or federal license, authorization, waiver, permit qualification or certification required by statute, ordinance, law, or regulation to be held by Contractor to provide the goods or services required by this Contract.  Contractor will be responsible to pay all taxes, assessments, fees, premiums, permits, and licenses required by law.  Real property and personal property taxes are the responsibility of Contractor in accordance with NRS 361.157 and NRS 361.159.  Contractor agrees to be responsible for payment of any such government obligations not paid by its subcontractors during performance of this Contract.  The State may set-off against consideration due any delinquent government obligation in accordance with NRS 353C.190.

18. WAIVER OF BREACH.  Failure to declare a breach or the actual waiver of any particular breach of the Contract or its material or nonmaterial terms by either party shall not operate as a waiver by such party of any of its rights or remedies as to any other breach.


19. SEVERABILITY.  If any provision contained in this Contract is held to be unenforceable by a court of law or equity, this Contract shall be construed as if such provision did not exist and the non-enforceability of such provision shall not be held to render any other provision or provisions of this Contract unenforceable.


20. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION.  To the extent that any assignment of any right under this Contract changes the duty of either party, increases the burden or risk involved, impairs the chances of obtaining the performance of this Contract, attempts to operate as a novation, or includes a waiver or abrogation of any defense to payment by State, such offending portion of the assignment shall be void, and shall be a breach of this Contract.  Contractor shall neither assign, transfer nor delegate any rights, obligations nor duties under this Contract without the prior written consent of the State.

21. STATE OWNERSHIP OF PROPRIETARY INFORMATION.  Any reports, histories, studies, tests, manuals, instructions, photographs, negatives, blue prints, plans, maps, data, system designs, computer code (which is intended to be consideration under the Contract), or any other documents or drawings, prepared or in the course of preparation by Contractor (or its subcontractors) in performance of its obligations under this Contract shall be the exclusive property of the State and all such materials shall be delivered into State possession by Contractor upon completion, termination, or cancellation of this Contract.  Contractor shall not use, willingly allow, or cause to have such materials used for any purpose other than performance of Contractor’s obligations under this Contract without the prior written consent of the State.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, the State shall have no proprietary interest in any materials licensed for use by the State that are subject to patent, trademark, or copyright protection.

22. PUBLIC RECORDS.  Pursuant to NRS 239.010, information or documents received from Contractor may be open to public inspection and copying.  The State has a legal obligation to disclose such information unless a particular record is made confidential by law or a common law balancing of interests.  Contractor may label specific parts of an individual document as a “trade secret” or “confidential” in accordance with NRS 333.333, provided that Contractor thereby agrees to indemnify and defend the State for honoring such a designation.  The failure to so label any document that is released by the State shall constitute a complete waiver of any and all claims for damages caused by any release of the records.

23. CONFIDENTIALITY.  Contractor shall keep confidential all information, in whatever form, produced, prepared, observed or received by Contractor to the extent that such information is confidential by law or otherwise required by this Contract.


24. FEDERAL FUNDING.  In the event federal funds are used for payment of all or part of this Contract:


A. Contractor certifies, by signing this Contract, that neither it nor its principals are presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible or voluntarily excluded from participation in this transaction by any federal department or agency.  This certification is made pursuant to the regulations implementing Executive Order 12549, Debarment and Suspension, 28 C.F.R. pt 67, Section 67.510, as published as pt. VII of the May 26, 1988, Federal Register (pp. 19160-19211), and any relevant program-specific regulations.  This provision shall be required of every subcontractor receiving any payment in whole or in part from federal funds.


B. Contractor and its subcontracts shall comply with all terms, conditions, and requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (P.L. 101-136), 42 U.S.C. 12101, as amended, and regulations adopted there under contained in 28 C.F.R. 26.101-36.999, inclusive, and any relevant program-specific regulations.

C. Contractor and it subcontractors shall comply with the requirements of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended, the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, P.L. 93-112, as amended, and any relevant program-specific regulations, and shall not discriminate against any employee or offeror for employment because of race, national origin, creed, color, sex, religion, age, disability or handicap condition (including AIDS and AIDS-related conditions.)


25. LOBBYING.  The parties agree, whether expressly prohibited by federal law, or otherwise, that no funding associated with this Contract will be used for any purpose associated with or related to lobbying or influencing or attempting to lobby or influence for any purpose the following:

A. Any federal, State, county or local agency, legislature, commission, council or board;


B. Any federal, State, county or local legislator, commission member, council member, board member, or other elected official; or


C. Any officer or employee of any federal, State, county or local agency; legislature, commission, council or board.


26. WARRANTIES.

A. General Warranty.  Contractor warrants that all services, deliverables, and/or work products under this Contract shall be completed in a workmanlike manner consistent with standards in the trade, profession, or industry, shall conform to or exceed the specifications set forth in the incorporated attachments; and shall be fit for ordinary use, of good quality, with no material defects.


B. System Compliance.  Contractor warrants that any information system application(s) shall not experience abnormally ending and/or invalid and/or incorrect results from the application(s) in the operating and testing of the business of the State.


27. PROPER AUTHORITY.  The parties hereto represent and warrant that the person executing this Contract on behalf of each party has full power and authority to enter into this Contract.  Contractor acknowledges that as required by statute or regulation this Contract is effective only after approval by the State Board of Examiners and only for the period of time specified in the Contract.  Any services performed by Contractor before this Contract is effective or after it ceases to be effective are performed at the sole risk of Contractor.


28. NOTIFICATION OF UTILIZATION OF CURRENT OR FORMER STATE EMPLOYEES.  Contractor has disclosed to the State all persons that the Contractor will utilize to perform services under this Contract who are Current State Employees or Former State Employees.  Contractor will not utilize any of its employees who are Current State Employees or Former State Employees to perform services under this Contract without first notifying the Contracting Agency of the identity of such persons and the services that each such person will perform, and receiving from the Contracting Agency approval for the use of such persons.


29. ASSIGNMENT OF ANTITRUST CLAIMS.  Contractor irrevocably assigns to the State any claim for relief or cause of action which the Contractor now has or which may accrue to the Contractor in the future by reason of any violation of State of Nevada or federal antitrust laws in connection with any goods or services provided to the Contractor for the purpose of carrying out the Contractor’s obligations under this Contract, including, at the State’s option, the right to control any such litigation on such claim for relief or cause of action.  Contractor shall require any subcontractors hired to perform any of Contractor’s obligations under this Contract to irrevocably assign to the State, as third party beneficiary, any right, title or interest that has accrued or which may accrue in the future by reason of any violation of State of Nevada or federal antitrust laws in connection with any goods or services provided to the subcontractor for the purpose of carrying out the subcontractor’s obligations to the Contractor in pursuance of this Contract, including, at the State’s option, the right to control any such litigation on such claim or relief or cause of action.


30. GOVERNING LAW:  JURISDICTION.  This Contract and the rights and obligations of the parties hereto shall be governed by, and construed according to, the laws of the State of Nevada, without giving effect to any principle of conflict-of-law that would require the application of the law of any other jurisdiction.  The parties consent to the exclusive jurisdiction of the First Judicial District Court, Carson City, Nevada for enforcement of this Contract.


31. ENTIRE CONTRACT AND MODIFICATION.  This Contract and its integrated attachment(s) constitute the entire agreement of the parties and as such are intended to be the complete and exclusive statement of the promises, representations, negotiations, discussions, and other agreements that may have been made in connection with the subject matter hereof.  Unless an integrated attachment to this Contract specifically displays a mutual intent to amend a particular part of this Contract, general conflicts in language between any such attachment and this Contract shall be construed consistent with the terms of this Contract.  Unless otherwise expressly authorized by the terms of this Contract, no modification or amendment to this Contract shall be binding upon the parties unless the same is in writing and signed by the respective parties hereto and approved by the Office of the Attorney General and the State Board of Examiners.

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A. ESTABLISHMENT AND AUTHORITY

Section 529 of the Internal Revenue Code, as amended (the “Code”), and Chapter 353B of the
Nevada Revised Statutes (NRS) led to the creation of the Nevada Higher Education Prepaid
Tuition Program (the “Prepaid Program”). Oversight of the Prepaid Program is provided by the
Board of Trustees of the College Savings Plans of Nevada (the “Board”).

NRS 353B.140 requires that the Trust Fund will consist of payments received pursuant to i)
Prepaid Program contracts, ii) bequests, endowments, and grants from the federal government,
and/or iii) any other publicly- or privately-sourced money. Money in the Trust Fund not spent
during any biennium does not revert to the General Fund of the State of Nevada (State) or any
other State-affiliated trust fund, and is never commingled with the General Fund or any other
State-affiliated trust fund.

B. PLAN PURPOSE

The purpose of the Prepaid Program is to allow Purchasers to “lock in” future tuition rates on
behalf of Beneficiaries at favorable prices. The Investment Policy (the “Policy”) supplements
and clarifies many of the objectives, limitations, and responsibilities in the Prepaid Program, as
described in NRS 353B.001 through NRS 353B.190, inclusive, with an emphasis on
NRS 353B.160. In any instance where this Policy is either silent or less restrictive than what is
dictated by NRS as it relates to Prepaid Program’s investment-related activities (directly or
indirectly), the NRS will supersede. (In this Policy document, “NRS” will include any new, or
revisions to, regulations adopted as part of the Nevada Administrative Code — the “NAC.”)

Many terms used in this Policy which may or may not be defined in the body of this document
are defined in a Glossary section at the end.

This Policy is intentionally silent on many issues unrelated to investment activity in the Nevada
Higher Education Prepaid Tuition Trust Fund (“Trust Fund’), such as Prepaid Program
marketing, the design and pricing of Prepaid Program contracts, restrictions on Beneficiaries,
etc., which are subject to restrictions imposed by NRS, NAC, the Master Agreement and/or
separate policy documents.

This Policy will be reviewed and approved (with amendments, if any) by the Board no less
frequently than once every two years, with more frequent reviews or amendments at the sole
discretion of the Board.

C. INVESTMENT OBJECTIVES
The investment objectives in the administration of the Trust Fund assets are to:

1. Strive to achieve an investment rate of return no less than the rate of return required by the
Board and used in the determination of the Prepaid Program contract prices by adhering to
the following approach:

(a) Maximize the fund’s risk-adjusted return by maintaining a balanced portfolio of both
equity and fixed income investments within the constraints of state law;

(b) Regularly reviewing the asset allocation of the portfolio based on capital market
expectations





2.

Invest in a manner which is widely viewed as appropriate and prudent for the inherent risks
and purpose for the Prepaid Program, which involves striving to maintain an optimal
balance between risk and return.

Be able to accommodate reasonably anticipated liquidity needs in the administration of the
program (as in the case of hardship withdrawalrefunds to participants, , contract
cancellations, etc.).

RESPONSIBILITIES

Board: The Board will operate the College Savings Program in compliance with the Code,
NRS, and, where more restrictive, any Investment Policy(ies). The Board will also ensure
that the Program Administrator and Investment Manager(s) (both described below) are
similarly in compliance with the Code, NRS, and any Investment Policy(ies). The Board will:

a) Establish and maintain an investment policy that specifies general guidelines for
investment to which the State Treasurer will be bound in the administration of the Trust
Fund, and which may be more restrictive than investments permitted in NRS 353B.160;

b) At its option, procure insurance against any loss in connection with the properties,
assets, or activities of the Trust Fund, the State Treasurer, or the Board (per NRS
353B.110(4));

c) Ensure financial reporting and audit activities relating to the Trust Fund (per NRS
353B.170 and 180), including approval of the financial reporting and surveillance
protocol initiated and administered by the State Treasurer. The audit, which will be
conducted by a certified public accounting firm no less frequently than one time per
every 12 months, will include an assessment of adherence to this Policy by all relevant
parties;

d) Approve the asset allocation plan proposed by the State Treasurer

e) Contract with a certified actuary of its choosing, to assess the actuarial soundness of the
Trust Fund on an annual basis.

f) In conjunction with this study, the Board will approve a long term investment rate of
return and other actuarial modeling inputs, such as tuition increase assumptions as
proposed by the State Treasurer, to determine the actuarial soundness of the Trust
Fund. Each modeling input can be independently approved or disapproved by the
Board. Each or any modeling input can be approved as a range of values rather than a
single value, at the discretion of the Board.

g) On an annual basis, approve the pricing of Prepaid Program contracts as proposed by
the State Treasurer. NRS 353B.160(10) dictates that the “actuarial soundness” of the
Trust Fund at any point in time will greatly influence the pricing of Prepaid Program
contracts going forward, and would also be integral to the Board’'s assessment of the
Prepaid Program’s viability. Neither NRS nor this Policy imposes rigid criteria for the
assessment of “actuarial soundness,” leaving that judgment to the Board. Any action
taken or not taken as a result of the Trust Fund being perceived as deviating materially
from the Board’s criteria for “actuarial soundness” will be at the discretion of the Board.

h) Receive reports of the performance of investment manager(s) (or equivalent) based on
industry benchmarks;





i) Contract with and engage the services of other qualified persons and entities for
administrative and technical assistance in carrying out the responsibilities of the Prepaid
Program. Qualified persons and entities engaged include, but are not limited to: an
investment consultant, custodial banks, transition managers and an actuary.

. State Treasurer: (which may include other members of the State Treasurer's Office, as

delegated by the State Treasurer): The State Treasurer will administer the Prepaid Program,
establish accounts as needed, and accept and expend on behalf of the College Savings
Program any monies provided for expenses. The State Treasurer will:

a) Recommend a proposed asset allocation plan to the Board periodically and as
warranted;

b) Either internally manage and/or hire investment manager(s) and/or select investment
vehicles for the investment of Prepaid Program assets in accordance with the asset
allocation plan approved by the Board. Such investment vehicles include but are not
limited to mutual funds, common trust funds and exchange traded funds;

c) Conduct reviews of the performance of investment manager(s) (or equivalent) based on
industry benchmarks in association with the Investment Consultant;

d) Conduct rebalancing of the assets in the Prepaid Program as appropriate and in
accordance with Section | (“Asset Allocation Policy”) of this Plan.

e) Recommend pricing of Prepaid Program contracts;

f) Maintain the financial records of the Trust Fund, which will include the reporting and
surveillance protocol on behalf of the Board,

g) Manage any bank or brokerage accounts associated with the Trust Fund;

h) Maintain any instruments that evidence investments made with the property from the
Trust Fund; v

i) Contract with vendors for any good or service that is necessary for carrying out any
aspect of the Prepaid Program, except those contractual relationships specifically
reserved for Board-level decision-making (as with the annual audit per NRS 353B.180
and the annual actuarial study per NRS 353B.190); and

j) Hire employees as necessary to administer the Prepaid Program, in addition to an
investment manager(s) (if any), all of whom must be paid out of the assets of the Trust
Fund, subject to Board approval (per NRS 353B.110(3)). The Board will also give
consideration to the perceived span of competencies and available resources of the
direct managers of the Trust Fund assets.

. Investment Consultant: The primary role of the investment consultant is to assist the State

Treasurer and Board in fulfilling its responsibilities by providing information, analysis, and
recommendations, and by assisting the Board in developing and implementing a prudent
process for monitoring and evaluating the investment program to ensure the success of the
program. The State Treasurer may also delegate certain responsibilities related to the
investment of Prepaid Program assets including rebalancing functions and the preparation
of recommendations for the asset allocation plan to the investment consultant.

Custodian: The custodian has three primary responsibilities: (1) safekeeping of assets —
custody, valuation and accounting & reporting of assets owned by the program; (2) trade
processing — track and reconcile assets that are acquired and disposed; and, (3) asset
servicing — maintain all economic benefits of ownership such as income collection, corporate
actions, and proxy notification issues.





5. Investment Manager(s): The investment manager(s) administer program assets in
accordance with the guidelines and objectives contained in this Policy, manager specific
guidelines, contract requirements, and consistent with each investment manager’s stated
investment philosophy and style as presented by the investment manager’s representatives
to the Board. [f a single investment manager is used to manage all of the Prepaid
Program’s assets, the State Treasure may choose to delegate the rebalancing function to
the investment manager.

E. ASSET ALLOCATION POLICY

The overall Trust Fund portfolio design and asset allocation have been structured to provide the
most appropriate structure and asset allocation from a risk and return perspective to meet the
Trust Fund objectives. The Trust Fund shall be diversified both by asset class and within asset
classes. The purpose of diversification is to reduce specific risk associated with any single
security or class of securities. Asset allocation will be reviewed annually.

The Board hereby establishes the following asset allocation targets as presented in the
following table. These targets may be adjusted annually as the Board deems appropriate.

Equities Target Allocation Policy Benchmark

Large Capitalization Stocks 45% S&P 500 Index

Mid Capitalization Stocks 8% S&P MidCap 400 Index
Small Capitalization Stocks 4% S&P SmallCap 600 Index
Total Equities 57%

Fixed Income Target Allocation

Core Bonds 43% Barclays Capital U.S.

Total Fixed Income 43% Aggregate A or Better Index
Total Fund 100%

*The total equity allocation benchmark is: 78% S&P 500 Index, 14% S&P 400 Index, and 7% S&P 600
Index.

These investment guidelines shall remain in effect until revoked or amended by written notice
from the Board. At the Board’s initiative, changes to the asset allocation method, and/or a
reconsideration of actuarial modeling parameters, and/or an updated actuarial assessment, can
take place at any time during the year, but a formal consideration of these factors must occur no
less frequently than once every two years. The State Treasurer and the Investment Manager(s),
if applicable, shall have a reasonable period of time after notice of any such change to
implement the requested change in investment guidelines.

The above asset allocation will be net of cash equivalents, used as appropriate for distribution
fliquidity needs. It is recognized that the actual asset allocation may deviate from the target
allocation due to market movements. The fund will be rebalanced regularly to the target
allocation. Market drift between rebalancings will not constitute a deviation from these
investment guidelines. Portfolio rebalancing to accommodate cash flows and/or to re-align the
fund to the above asset mix targets requires purchase and/or sale transactions to be performed.





Out-of-policy conditions due to transaction processing will not constitute a deviation from these
investment guidelines.

The State Treasurer is responsible for the rebalancing of assets based upon current market
values of accounts. NRS 353B.160(j) (3) mandates that the maximum equity position held by
the Program cannot exceed 60% of the Program’s book value. As such, there may be times
whereby the asset allocation of the Program as determined by current market value will not be
in accordance with the target allocations described above because of the statutory requirement
to be based upon book value.

To maintain asset allocation ranges, it is necessary to periodically rebalance the portfolio as a
result of market value fluctuations. Small variances between actual and target allocations did
not warrant rebalancing. In order to assume a rational, systematic, and cost-effective approach
to rebalancing, the following “trigger points”, as the maximum upper or lower limits for a
specified asset class, shall be used. If the percentage of assets in a particular asset class
deviates from the target beyond a target point, the State Treasurer shall rebalance the portfolio
to bring all asset classes in line with the above asset allocation percentages. Rebalancing shall
be conducted in such a manner that transaction costs and portfolio disruptions are minimal. The
trigger points are as follows:

If the State Treasurer has employed a single investment manager to manage the assets of the
Trust Fund, the State Treasurer may delegate the above responsibilities to the Investment

Manager.

F. PERMITTED INVESTMENTS

In accordance with and subject to restrictions imposed by the laws of the State of Nevada, the
following list represents the entire range of investments which shall be authorized for the
investments of funds. Unless expressly permitted below, the State of Nevada and its
investment managers are prohibited from purchasing and owning any other type of security or
asset class.

G. PERFORMANCE REPORTING AND MONITORING

The Investment Manager(s) will prepare quarterly reports of the investment portfolio structure
and performance.

To ensure that the State Treasurer and the Board have the necessary information to properly

exercise their oversight responsibility, the quarterly reports will include the following:

1.

Performance Measurement and Attribution

Performance measurement of the Prepaid Program shall be reported each quarter for the
most recent completed quarter, fiscal year-to-date, most recent twelve-month period and
cumulatively from inception showing returns on the assets compared to returns on the
customized benchmark index, which approximates the Program’s liability requirements.

Returns will be reported on a time-weighted basis.

a) The performance of the total Fund will be compared against a benchmark comprised of
market portfolios representing the underlying investment strategies and weighted in

accordance with the Program’s asset allocation policy.

b) Performance of each asset class will be shown along with an appropriate index and peer

group.

The performance of each manager will be evaluated relative to an appropriate
benchmark as well as a universe of its peers managing similar portfolios and following a
similar investment style.

Returns for each manager and the overall Trust Fund will also be evaluated on a risk-
adjusted basis.

— For individual managers, the risk measurement will be expressed relative to
appropriate benchmarks.

— For each asset class and the overall Trust Fund, the risk measurement will take into

consideration any deviation from asset allocation policy and the impact on the funded
status of the Program’s liabilities.

Asset allocation of the Fund and diversification within each asset class will be reported
to ensure allocation guidelines are met.

Projection of sources and uses of funds will be reported to ensure liquidity requirements
are met.

Investment asset holdings will be reported and monitored monthly to ensure investment
only in authorized vehicles.

Each manager will certify quarterly that their portfolio is in compliance with the terms of
this Policy and their specific investment mandate. Any exceptions to policy will be noted
and a statement provided indicating the steps to be taken to bring the portfolio back into
compliance with the policy.

Each manager will be monitored based upon the performance objectives outlined in this
Policy.

Each manager shall immediately disclose to the Board in writing any instance which a
member of the investment manager's Board of Directors, an officer of the investment
management firm, or a member of the portfolio management staff is also a member of
the Board of Directors, an officer of, or a significant shareholder of 5% or more in stocks
of a company in which they propose to invest Board funds. In addition, the Board’s
investment consultant and the trustee/custodian shall annually certify that no conflicts of
interest exist with respect to the services they provide to the Program and shall annually
provide the Board with a copy of the firm’s policy governing conflicts of interest. The
requirements of this paragraph do not apply with respect to the common stock of the
manager responsible for investment of the large capitalization core domestic equity
portfolio (or the common stock of the manager's holding company) when the manager's
common stock (or that of its holding company) is included in the S&P 500; provided that,
prior to the initial purchase of the manager's common stock (or that of its holding
company), the manager notifies the Board in writing that the manager's common stock
(or that of its holding company) is included or has been included, in the S&P 500.





3. Risk Management of Fixed Income Portfolio
Risk is managed through a combination of quantitative and qualitative constraints. The following
sections identify the most significant risks with fixed income investments:

a.

Interest rate risk

Interest rate risk is the risk that changes in interest rates will adversely affect the
market value of an investment. The Investment Manager will manage interest
rate risk by maintaining an effective duration of less than within + or — 10% of the
benchmark’s effective duration.

Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk of loss due to failure of the security issuer or backer. Credit
risk is mitigated by the requirement to purchase only high quality investments
and reducing exposure to any one investment through diversification in
accordance with this Policy. The Investment Manager will minimize credit risk,
the risk of loss due to the failure of the security issuer or backer, by:

o Establishing a pre-approved list of financial institutions and companies
that the Investment Manager will be restricted to when purchasing
commercial paper and corporate notes.

¢ Conducting regular credit monitoring and due diligence of these issuers.

¢ Pre-qualifying the financial institutions and broker/dealers with which the
Investment Manager will do business for broker/dealer services and
repurchase agreements.

+ Diversifying the portfolio so potential losses on individual securities will be
minimized. The maximum percentage of the portfolio that the Investment
Manager may hold in fixed income securities issued by a single non-
governmental issuer, as measured by book value, is 5%.

Custodial Credit risk

Custodial credit risk is the risk of loss associated with the counter-party’s failure.
The Trust will eliminate investment custodial credit risk by requiring the
Investment Manager to transfer all fixed income investments to the State’
custodial bank to hold on the Trust’s behalf.

Market risk

Market risk, also called “systemic risk”, is the possibility to experience losses due
to factors that affect the overall performance of the financial markets. Asset
allocation limits, including type of equity, and overall equity exposure versus fixed
income exposure, are monitored to help reduce market risk. Staff monitors asset
allocation ranges no less frequently than weekly to ensure the portfolio remains
within the acceptable ranges as prescribed by this Policy.

H. WATCH LIST
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In addition to the quarterly investment reports prepared by the Investment Manager(s), the
Investment Consultant shall also prepare quarterly reports of the investment portfolio structure
and performance for review by the Board. These reports will include the same performance
measurement statistics of each Investment Manager as described in Section G.1. of this policy.

The quarterly investment reports provided by the Investment Consultant will rate all individual
fund portfolios using a Watch List approach. The objective of the Watch List is to monitor each
externally managed portfolio to ensure achievement of strategic return and risk objectives set by
the Plan. The Investment Consultant, working with Staff, will review this list quarterly with the
Board. Organizations or products placed on the Watch List will be closely scrutinized and
monitored by Staff and the Consultant. Organizational issues that have been resolved in a
satisfactory manner and improved performance relative to an index and or peers will be used as
an indicator to remove a given manager from the Watch List. Watch Lists will be maintained that
focus on organizational and performance related issues.

Quantitative criteria for placement of actively managed portfolios on the Watch List are:

1. Peer Group relative measures: performance below the median (50" percentile) of the
peer group over rolling three-year periods. Performance below the bottom quartile (75"
percentile) of the peer group over an annual period;

2. Relative to index measure: returns (net of fees) should capture a minimum of 90% of the
return of the benchmark over rolling three-year periods;

3. Investment style should be consistent with the stated strategy; and

Risk should be within a reasonable range based on the asset class and style of the
portfolio.

Passively managed portfolios will be measured by tracking error relative to an appropriate
benchmark.

Qualitative criteria for placement of all portfolios on the Watch List include:
Major organizational changes, including change in professionals;
Significant account losses;

Change in ownership;

Regulatory issues; or

Evidence of wrongdoing.

ORON -~

Organizational or performance related issues that have been satisfactorily resolved will result in
the portfolio being removed from the Watch List. If a portfolio is not released from Watch status
within an appropriate period of time, (generally 9 to 18 months), corrective action may be
necessary. Insuch a situation, the Investment Consultant will conduct an analysis and provide
the Board with options and a recommendation for action including the replacement of the
portfolio manager consistent with the terms of the portfolio manager’s contract.
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I. SALE OF SECURITIES WITHIN FIXED INCOME PORTFOLIO

The Investment Manager shall evaluate the sectors and securities that are held in the portfolio
daily, working toward developing the most attractive portfolio possible given the State’s
investment guidelines.

The Investment Manager is authorized to sell a security if any of the following conditions are
met:

1. They believe the existing holding trades “rich” from a valuation standpoint, and prefer to sell
the position in favor of another

2. Another sector or security becomes relatively more attractive in their judgment, even though
they continue to like the existing holding

3. They expect security fundamentals to deteriorate

4. They seek to restructure the portfolio in the context of a change in their belief regarding
preferred yield curve exposure or duration positioning. Typically, this relates to Treasury
securities.

The Investment Manager is not required to receive authorization from the State prior to the
execution of trades subject to the above criteria.

J. FIXED INCOME PORTFOLIO SECURITY DOWNGRADE

NRS 353B.160 provides criteria for investment of the Trust Fund'’s assets, including minimum
ratings for securities.

Should a security be downgraded by a nationally recoghized rating service acceptable to the
State to a level below investment guideline minimums, and the Investment Manager’s analysis
reveals that underlying fundamentals have deteriorated to support the downgrade, the Manager
will the sell security. The Investment Manager will have up to 90 days within which to sell the
security.

There may be instances when the Investment Manager believes underlying fundamentals are
strong or atypical market conditions are unnecessarily precipitating the downgrade, and the
Investment Manager wishes to continue to hold the security. In this case, the Investment
Manager will provide a detailed, written rationale outlining the reasons for which it is
recommended the security be retained in the portfolio to the Nevada State Treasurer's Office.
This communication will occur within three to five business days of the security downgrade. The
security will then remain in the portfolio until such time the Investment Manager feels the
security should be sold (if Investment Manager’s research and analysis concludes fundamentals
have in fact deteriorated) or the security reaches maturity. Until the security is sold or matures,
the manager will continue to monitor the security closely, including communication with the
State Treasurer, to ensure there is no further deterioration.

K. MANAGER SELECTION AND EVALUATION

When the State Treasurer uses an Investment Manager(s), the State Treasurer shall evaluate
manager performance over a sufficient time horizon, and in the context of the prevailing market
environment, in order to properly assess each manager's contribution to the overall portfolio. In
general, a three year or longer period of time will be used to evaluate a manager’s success or
failure at attaining agreed-upon goals. On an interim basis, portfolio risk and investment
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performance will be monitored continually to ensure that the management of Prepaid Program
assets remains consistent with the style and objective for which the manager was retained.

At a minimum, investment manager reviews will include a quarterly quantitative performance
review conducted by the Investment Consultant. As necessary, the evaluation may also include
al biennial site visit to review each portfolio manager's operations.

L. IMPLEMENTATION

All money invested for the Trust Fund by its investment manager(s) after the adoption of this
Investment Policy shall conform to this Policy.

The following guidelines have been established: (1) to ensure that the manager continually
adheres to all regulations administered by any regulatory authority charged with oversight
responsibility; (2) to limit the Fund's exposure to unintended risk; (3) to ensure that the
manager maintains the style of management for which they were retained; and (4) to provide
objective, reasonable criteria to the manager adhering to Board expectations.

M. ADOPTION AND REVIEW OF POLICY

The Board will review this Policy at least once every two years. Changes can be made at any
time to this Policy to the extent such changes would be in the best interest of the Account
Owners and beneficiaries; however changes are expected to be infrequent, as they will reflect
long-term considerations, rather than short-term changes in the financial markets. The State
Treasurer will communicate any proposed modifications in writing on a timely basis to interested
parties, including the Investment Manager(s), who shall have a reasonable amount of time to
respond to such proposals.

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The Nevada College Savings Program (“College Savings Program”) was created as part of the
College Savings Plans of Nevada. The College Savings Program is a vehicle for families to
save for higher education on a tax-advantaged basis. Under federal law, participants in 529
plans cannot directly control investments, instead investments are held in state trusts. As the
administrator of the Plans, Board of Trustees (the “Board”) of the College Savings Plans of
Nevada directs investments and has a fiduciary responsibility for the assets invested by the
Plan’s Participants.

These monitoring procedures enable the Board to monitor performance and help it achieve
consistent long-term investment success for its Participants. In addition, it provides the Board
with a road map for action if it is not satisfied with specific aspects of a fund’s activities and/or
investment performance.

A. Monitoring Procedures

The Board’'s monitoring procedures are designed to provide qualitative and quantitative
information to the Board on investment performance to aid it in making the best decisions on
behalf of account owners and beneficiaries. Specifically, the procedures outline what will be
monitored, how it will be monitored, and when it will be monitored; what is acceptable and
unacceptable performance; and how underperformance may be addressed.

There are two major groups of monitoring activities: Ongoing Monitoring and Periodic
Monitoring. For purposes of these monitoring procedures, the term “fund” shall be deemed to
refer to funds and other individual investment vehicles.

1. Ongoing Monitoring Activities

Ongoing monitoring activities include measurement and assessment of investment
performance and related investment activities. The differences in the structures for
individual fund portfolios and multi-fund portfolios require different monitoring procedures as
outlined below. Both the Program Manager(s) and independent Investment Consultant will
provide quarterly monitoring reports.

a. Portfolio Construction

Individual Fund Portfolios Investment Performance — Performance of each individual
fund portfolio (each portfolio is made up of a single fund) is monitored relative to its
benchmarks for a specific time period. Monitoring criteria can be found in Section D.,
the Investment Performance Criteria Schedules.

Multi-Fund Portfolios (Age-Based and Goal-Based) Investment Performance -
Performance monitoring of portfolios containing multiple funds will occur at the
underlying fund level. Each multi-fund portfolio will have its underlying funds monitored
and performance compared to their applicable benchmarks. Should underlying fund
information not be available, the performance will be monitored at the aggregate
portfolio level against custom asset weighted benchmarks. Specific monitoring criteria
for each asset class can be found in Section D., the Investment Performance Criteria
Schedules.





b. Quarterly Investment Performance Review by Program Manager

As part of the ongoing reporting process, the Program Manager will report calendar
guarter and trailing annualized performance of the funds to the Board, the State
Treasurer's Office and the Investment Consultant on at least a quarterly basis. The
Program Manager will also provide to the Board quarterly performance reports for each
portfolio and underlying fund used by the Program against its respective benchmark. In
addition, the Program Manager is responsible for providing: i) an explanation of
investment activities that caused under- or out-performance each quarter, ii) any major
changes in the investment related to personnel, organization and/or investment
approach/strategy, and iii) any other reporting as required by law.

c. Quarterly Investment Performance Evaluation by the Investment Consultant

Using the data provided by the Program Manager, the Investment Consultant will
provide a quarterly report for the Board comparing each individual fund portfolio and
each underlying fund in multi-fund portfolios to its respective benchmark according to
the investment performance criteria found in the Section D., the Investment
Performance Criteria Schedules.  The quarterly monitoring report compares each
individual fund portfolio to a benchmark and each underlying fund in a multi-fund
portfolio against applicable benchmarks. Should the underlying fund information not be
available, the performance will be monitored at the aggregate portfolio level against a
custom asset-weighted benchmark. Performance for each individual fund portfolio,
underlying fund or multi-fund portfolio is then categorized as Positive, Acceptable,
Caution, or Watch using the criteria listed in the Investment Status Schedule as detailed
in Section B below.

2. Periodic Monitoring Activities

As part of its ongoing fiduciary responsibilities, the Investment Consultant will regularly
(annually or more often if needed) review and report to the State Treasurer’s Office several
qualitative aspects of the Program Manager’s practices and underlying investment funds.
Key factors include, but are not limited to a review of:

B. Investment Status

1. Investment Status Schedule

The quarterly investment reports provided by the Investment Consultant will rate all
individual fund portfolios, each underlying fund within the multi-fund portfolios, and the
multi-fund portfolios when the underlying funds are not available, as Positive, Acceptable,
Caution or Watch as detailed in the table below. These ratings will serve to summarize
performance for each fund or asset class.

2. Caution Status

Individual fund portfolios or multi-fund portfolios that meet the criteria in the Investment
Status Schedule for Caution will be identified in the quarterly monitoring report. The
Investment Consultant will provide a heightened level of monitoring for the funds meeting

2 The amount of time generally required before an investment is put on Watch
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the criteria for Caution and report to the State Treasurer's Office if conditions do not
improve. In some cases, certain funds may exhibit underperformance, but don’t meet the
Waitch status criteria (i.e., for less than 6 consecutive months). Such funds require a higher
level of scrutiny and monitoring, but to a slightly lesser degree than those exhibiting a clear
trend of underperformance. In these cases, the Investment Consultant will provide regular
updates via the quarterly monitoring report of such funds and report to State Treasurer's
Office if performance conditions do not improve.

3. Watch Status

On at least a quarterly basis, the Investment Consultant will provide a report to the State
Treasurer's Office and Board detailing those funds that have exhibited a clear path of
declining performance results, as defined in the Investment Status Schedule, and qualifying
for Watch status. The Board will then determine the funds to be officially placed on Watch
status after reviewing this report. Once on Watch status, the individual fund portfolio, each
underlying fund within the multi-fund portfolios, or multi-fund portfolio will receive continual
monitoring by the Investment Consultant. Specifically, the Program Manager will provide a
guarterly report explaining causes of underperformance or improvement. Additionally, the
Investment Consultant will monitor the individual fund portfolios, underlying funds and multi-
fund portfolios carefully and provide additional reports as necessary. This heightened level
of monitoring continues during the Watch status period until the individual fund portfolio,
underlying fund or multi-fund portfolio no longer meets the Watch status criteria or if other
corrective measures are taken as detailed in the following sections.

Generally, once an individual fund portfolio, underlying fund within the multi-fund portfolio, or
a multi-fund portfolio is placed on Watch status, it should be able to exhibit improvement
within a time frame of 9 to 18 months. However, extenuating market circumstances may
require a fund on Watch status to extend beyond this time frame (or action taken sooner).
These instances will be documented in the Investment Consultant reports and presented to
the Board for approval. The Investment Consultant will endeavor to recommend a final
action for a fund on Watch status which has met or exceeded the time frame of 9 to 18
months during the annual investment review. Funds placed on Watch status will be subject
to enhanced scrutiny during the annual investment review and action taken, if appropriate.
Regardless, an individual fund portfolio, underlying fund or multi-fund portfolio will remain on
Watch status until the Investment Consultant provides details of its improvement to the State
Treasurer's Office, and, based on conditions stated in the following section, the Board
releases the fund from Watch status.

4. Improvement Occurs — Release from Watch Status

If an individual fund portfolio, underlying fund within a multi-fund portfolio, or a multi-fund
portfolio shows indications of improvement in one or more of the factors that caused it to be
placed on Watch status, the Investment Consultant provides updated details to the State
Treasurer’s Office. Examples of improvements warranting a change in status are:

1. Improved investment performance;

2. Investment style and/or risk characteristics return to, and remain at, levels originally
agreed upon; or,

3. Other factors such as organizational structure stabilizes, personnel adjustments,
compliance requirements, etc. are met/satisfied.





The Investment Consultant will provide reports on at least a quarterly basis to the State
Treasurer’s Office on any individual fund portfolio, each underlying fund within the multi-fund
portfolio or the multi-fund portfolio on Watch status. These reports will highlight the original
reasons for placing the individual fund portfolio, underlying fund, or multi-fund portfolio on
Watch status and discuss how these issues have been addressed. If improvement occurs
in an appropriate amount of time (generally 9 to 18 months) the Investment Consultant may
make a recommendation to the State Treasurer's Office to release the individual fund
portfolio underlying fund, or multi-fund portfolio from Watch status. The Board will then
make the determination to release the individual fund portfolio, underlying fund or multi-fund
portfolio from Watch status.

C. Corrective Measures
1. Improvement Does Not Occur — Corrective Measures

If an individual fund portfolio, underlying fund or multi-fund portfolio is not released from
Watch status within an appropriate period (generally 9 to 18 months), corrective action may
be necessary. Differences in structure between the individual fund portfolios, underlying
funds and the multi-fund portfolios mean that corrective action will take different forms as
explained below.

a. Individual Fund Portfolios

If the quantitative and/or qualitative performance of an individual fund portfolio does not
improve, the Investment Consultant will conduct an analysis and provide the Board with
options and a recommendation for action. Options include:

1. Giving the fund more time,
2. Closing it to new investment, or
3. Replacing it (replacement specifics are outlined below).

If the Board decides that funds must be replaced the process is outlined in Section C.2.
below.

b. Multi-Fund Portfolios

In a multi-fund portfolio, it may not feasible to replace an entire portfolio or all underlying
funds with the portfolio. However, the procedures outlined in this document are
structured to bring attention to the particular underlying fund(s) that is the cause(s) for
the under- or outperformance.. If the underlying fund is not released from Watch status
within a period of 9 to 18 months, the Investment Consultant may recommend to the
Board that the Program Manager replace one or more of the underlying funds. Multi-
fund portfolios are diversified among several underlying funds; however, replacing
underlying funds does require the same caution as with the individual fund portfolios.

2. Fund Replacement
The Board may replace funds on Watch status as part of its fiduciary responsibility to

monitor and take corrective action if required. If a fund replacement is necessary, the
Program Manager will provide the Board with one or more recommended replacement





funds. The Investment Consultant will also provide the Board with its opinion of the
Program Manager’s recommendation.

For individual fund portfolios, if the Board determines that a fund must be removed,
generally it will direct the Program Manager to provide advance notice to all account owners
and financial advisors. This notice will be provided within a reasonable time frame, or upon
a shorter time frame as directed by the Board. The notice will provide information regarding
the upcoming actions, the steps that will occur, and the timing of the removal, addition,
and/or replacement of the fund(s). In normal conditions the fund will be removed, added,
and/or replaced within a 60-90 day time frame to allow for adequate advance notice to
investors and financial advisors. In the event immediate action is required, the fund(s) may
be replaced immediately and the Program Manager will provide notice after the change has
occurred.

For multi-fund portfolios, if the Board determines that an underlying fund must be removed,
the State Treasurer’s Office will work with the Investment Consultant and Program Manager
on a case-by-case basis to consider removal of the fund from the portfolio’s fund allocation.
A new investment in a multi-fund portfolio must have more competitive performance
characteristics than the fund that is being replaced while also maintaining (or enhancing) the
integrity and expected results of the asset allocation processes used to construct the
portfolio.

To the extent possible, and with the exception of changes that require immediate action, all
changes to individual fund portfolios and/or multi-fund portfolios shall be made in
conjunction with the Program Manager’s annual review to the Board.

3. Other Possible Actions

When a fund is being considered for replacement, the State Treasurer’s staff will work with
the Program Manager and Investment Manager(s) to evaluate options, including those other
than replacement such as:

a) Replacing a fund’s sub-manager - when the fund uses one or more sub-managers
and one of the sub-managers’ poor performance has negatively affected the overall
performance of a fund. This may require a separately managed account.

b) No action to replacement — State Treasurer’s staff could recommend retaining a fund
to continue to provide exposure to an asset class or section when a fund has
underperformed its benchmark but outperformed its peer group (i.e., top quartile)
and/or there are no available suitable replacements.

¢) Temporarily Closing a Fund to New Investors — if a fund’s performance or market
circumstances warrant, a fund could be closed to all new investors while existing
investors are permitted to choose to stay invested in the fund to “ride it out”

d) Restructuring multi-fund portfolios by changing the percentages attributed to each
underlying fund by either over or under-weighting certain funds in an effort to
improve the portfolio’s risk/return metrics. Similarly, the recommendation could be to
eliminate an underlying fund from the portfolio and reallocate among the remaining
funds.

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A. PLAN PURPOSE

The Nevada College Savings Program (the “College Savings Program”) is administered by the
Board of Trustees (the “Board”) of the College Savings Plans of Nevada, which was established
under the Nevada Revised Statutes ("NRS") Chapter 353B, and Section 529 of the U.S. Internal
Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code"). There are four distinct 529 plans (the
“Plans”) operating under the College Savings Program: the Vanguard 529 College Savings
Plan, the SSgA Upromise 529 Plan, the USAA College Savings Plan, and the Putnam 529 for
America plan. The Program was established to provide families with an opportunity to invest
toward future qualified higher education expenses, and is administered separately from the
Nevada Higher Education Prepaid Tuition Program ("Prepaid Program") which is also a part of
the collective College Savings Plans of Nevada.

This investment policy statement is intended to:

1. Articulate the objectives of the College Savings Program;

2. ldentify the roles of specific entities having program management and fiduciary
responsibilities in administering the College Savings Program;

3. Include policies regarding permitted investments, benchmarks, asset allocation
strategies, etc.;

4. Establish the reportlng requirements mandated by the Board,;

5. Establish objectives for the process of prudently momformg and evaluating the
performance of investments and of contractors that provide investment management
services to the College Savings Program;

6. Establish objectives for structuring investment options offered in the Coliege Savings
Program; and,

7. Formulate policies for selecting approprlate investment managers and the use of specific
investment vehicles (“Underlying Investments”) in the Portfolios within the framework of
the structure as stated in this Policy.

B. ESTABLISHMENT AND AUTHORITY

NRS Chapter 353B establishes the College Savings Plans, which includes the College Savings
Program. At the Board's discretion, the administration of the College Savings Program can be
delegated to the State Treasurer, per NRS 353B.310 and NRS 353B.320. NRS 353B.370 grants
the Board latitude in dictating how College Savings Program assets are to be invested, which
may include the selection of an Investment Manager(s) and/or mutual funds, and the selection
of a Program Administrator(s). The Program Administrator, who may contract directly with
Investment Manager(s), shall report directly to the State Treasurer in the administration of the
College Savings Trust Fund, but otherwise to the Board in the administration of the College
Savings Program as a whole.

To the extent that there is any conflict between i) this Investment Policy Statement (including
any attached documents) and ii) any contractual relationships among any Program
Administrator, any Investment Manager, and/or the Board, such contractual relationship(s) will
take precedence.

At the discretion of the Program Administrator and with the approval and consent of the Board,
College Savings Program investments may be sold directly to account owners, or indirectly
through financial advisors, or both.
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C. RESPONSIBILITIES

1. Board: The Board will operate the College Savings Program in compliance with the Code,
NRS, and, where more restrictive, any Investment Policy(ies). The Board will also ensure
that the Program Administrator and Investment Manager(s) (both described below) are
similarly in compliance with the Code, NRS, and any Investment Policy(ies). The Board will:

1. Implement a comprehensive investment plan for the College Savings Program;

2. Establish criteria and select an Investment Manager(s), mutual funds, or other such
entities or vehicles for investing College Savings Program assets;

3. Employ personnel and contract for goods and services necessary for the effective
operation of the College Savings Program;

4. Review, approve, and/or modify the Program Administrator's annual investment
review;

5. Review the investment performance of the Investment Manager(s) or equivalent,
and review any changes in benchmarking;

6. Develop appropriate college savings investment options and programs for account
owners/beneficiaries;

7. Reaffirm all investment options in the Program no less frequently than annualily.

2. State Treasurer: (which may include other members of the State Treasurer's Office, as
delegated by the State Treasurer): The State Treasurer will administer the College Savings
Program, establish accounts as needed, and accept and expend on behalf of the College
Savings Program any monies provided for expenses. The State Treasurer will:

1. Conduct reviews of proposed actions and requests from the Program Administrator
and Investment Manager(s) (or equivalent), and present recommendations to the
Board;

2. Review Investment Manager(s) (or equivalent) reports with a special consideration
of benchmarking (i.e., performance relative to benchmarks and the appropriateness
of the benchmarks);

3. In conjunction with the Investment Consultant, review recommendations regarding
any items being presented to the Board by the Program Administrator or Investment
Manager with respect to asset allocation, age bands, underlying funds,
benchmarks, etc.;

4. Review the Investment Consultant’s recommendations for funds to be placed on or
removed from “Watch” status prior to such recommendations being presented to the
Board; and

5. Work with the Program Administrator and Investment Manager(s) to identify
alternative investment solutions when investment options are recommended for
replacement in the Program.

3. Investment Consultant: The Board has determined that it is necessary and reasonable
to retain a professional investment consultant (the “Investment Consuitant”) to advise the
Board with regard to the investments of the Trust. Under the College Savings Program, the
investment consultant has certain fiduciary responsibilities as defined by its contract with the
Board and by law. Under this policy, the Investment Consuitant will generally be responsible
for the following: '

1. Providing general investment advice to the Board and State Treasurer;
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Develop and maintain criteria for the determination of “Watch” status in conjunction
with the State Treasurer;

Make recommendations on investment options, policies, objectives, and strategies,
including asset allocation and compliance monitoring, all consistent with the
objectives of the College Savings Program;

Review and provide recommendations regarding any items being presented to the
Board by the Program Administrator or Investment Manager with respect to asset
allocation, age bands, underlying funds, benchmarks, etc.;

Monitor the Program Manager and portfolio and underlying investment fund or
vehicle performance as detailed in Monitoring Procedures and Criteria;

Determine when any investment qualifies to be placed on or removed from “Watch”
status, using criteria detailed in Monitoring Procedures and Criteria and recommend
such action to the Board;

Maintain the list of investments on “Watch” status and provide updated reports to
the State Treasurer and the Board no less frequently than quarterly;

As quickly as reasonably possible, notify the State Treasurer and the Board of any
adverse changes which may require immediate action in any of the investments
options in the Program; and,

Monitor the Investment Manager(s), their investment performance, and their
adherence to the requirements imposed by the NRS, the Board, and any relevant
policies which shall have been made fully available to the Investment Managers(s).

4. Program Administrator: The Board has determined that it is necessary and reasonable
to retain professional program administrators to manage the College-Savings Program and
contract with Investment Managers with the consent of the Board. Under the College
Savings Program, a Program Administrator and/or Investment Manager has certain fiduciary
responsibilities as defined by its contract with the Board and by applicable law. A Program
Administrator (which may by current contract be referred to as "Program Manager") and any
of its affiliates (taken as a whole) will;

1.
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No less frequently than annually, in concert with each Investment Manager
independently, prepare an investment review, which shall include an asset
allocation review and any proposed changes to the underlying investments,
benchmarks, etc.;

Inform the Board of any changes to any benchmarks or material changes in .
objectives by any underlying mutual funds of which it is aware, ETFs or separate
accounts in the College Savings Program that aren't directly voted on by the Board,
in a reasonable time after the Program Administrator learns of such changes;

No less frequently than quarterly, along with each Investment Manager, collect
performance data for the investments and present a performance report of
individual plans available to account owners/beneficiaries, in a format acceptable to
the Board;

No less frequently than quarterly, provide reports to the Board and State Treasurer,
all as contemplated by the contractual relationship and in a format acceptable to the
Board and reasonably agreed to by the Program Administrator; _
Coordinate, manage, and oversee the Investment Manager relationship(s), which
will include performing due diligence and advising the Board of issues and
concerns,;

Review, analyze, and develop guidelines in the College Savings Program, relating
to asset mix, age bands, etc., and recommend changes (if any) in individual plans
for the Board's review and approval, no less frequently than annually;

Provide any additional customized reports as contractually permitted and as
reasonably requested by the Board or State Treasurer in consultation with the
Program Administrator and relevant Investment Manager(s);

Develop appropriate college savings investment options and programs for account
owners / beneficiaries for consideration by the Board, and manage those programs
as directed by the Board; and

Take action as directed by the Board to modify the College Savings Program, which
may include (but not be limited to) the termination or hiring of an Investment
Manager or the elimination or addition of an investment option, all consistent with
constraints imposed by the Code, NRS, any contractual relationship(s) with the
Program Administrator, any relevant policy(ies), and/or any contractual relationship
between the Program Administrator and the Investment Manager(s).

5. Investment Manager(s) (if any): The Investment Manager will manage assets of the
College Savings Trust Fund, on a non-commingled basis across various individual College
Savings Program plans, in a manner consistent with Code, NRS, and/or any relevant
policy(ies). This will include:

Managing College Savings Trust Fund assets in a manner consistent with criteria
established by the Board and any written communications to the Investment
Manager;

Investing, monitoring, and rebalancing College Savings Trust Fund assets as
needed to ensure consistency with any target allocations;

Providing performance reports to the Board no less frequently than quarterly or as
requested by the Board;

Developing proprietary policies for reviewing, monitoring, and refining investment
performance to meet Board objectives; and

Employing qualified fund managers, securities custodians, and investment advisors.

D. INVESTMENT OBJECTIVES

The primary goal of the College Savings Program is to provide eligible participants with a range
of investment options for accounts held in the College Savings Trust Fund, and to employ a
qualified Investment Manager(s) to administer the investments. The investment options made
available to beneficiaries and account owners shall be selected and managed in accordance
with the contracts between the Investment Manager(s) and/or Program Administrator and the

Board, the

Code, NRS, and any applicable policies. As such, the College Savings Program

taken as a whole shall seek to achieve the following objectives:

1. Meet the various educational savings needs of account owners and beneficiaries;
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2. Provide at least one Direct Plan and one Advisor Plan to accommodate account owners’

~No

different preferences for either managing their own investments or using a financial
advisor to manage their account;

Provide investment options which, first and foremost, are consistent with the objectives
of the College Savings Program, and within that constraint, encompass a range of
expected risk and return opportunities, to allow for an expected rate of return
commensurate with an expected level of risk to meet the investment goals of account
owners and beneficiaries. Investment options must have a minimum performance track
record of at least three years, and the managers should have a minimum of three years
managing the proposed asset class with a verifiable track record (composites are
acceptable).The three-year requirement helps to ensure that the manager has had
enough time to manage the strategy in a variety of market conditions. While a complete
market cycle (between five and seven years) is preferable when analyzing a fund’s past
performance, a three-year track record will generally provide enough history to perform a
reasonable assessment;

Provide flexibility for the College Savings Program by providing a range of investment
options that take into consideration risk tolerances, investment objectives, the age of the
account owner, the age of the beneficiary, etc.;

Strive to include "low-cost" funds within the Program, and in general assess the relative
operating costs of a fund against the relative benefit of utilizing that specific fund in the
College Savings Program; .

Consider and potentially include investment vehicles which are not mutual funds; and
Strive to be competitive with alternative investment options, and with terms and
investment choices which are easily communicated to, and understood by, account
owners.

E. PERMITTED INVESTMENTS

The underlying investments in the College Savings Trust Fund shall draw from the following
broad asset classes:

Short-term marketable debt securities

Fixed-income securities

U.S. equity securities

International equity securities

Bank certificates of deposit

Stable value investments

Real estate investments/real estate investment trusts (REITS)
Real or absolute return investment options

Natural resource investment options

The underlying investment vehicles of the College Savings Trust Fund shall be limited to mutual
funds, exchange-traded funds, stable value investments, direct holdings of bank certificates of
deposit, FDIC-insured savings accounts, or in separately managed accounts with similar
investment strategies. Investment instruments or asset classes which differ materially from
these broad categories would necessitate a revision to this Policy. The Board may establish
guidelines for the development and structuring of the College Savings Program investment
alternatives, which may include specific prohibitions on certain investments, limits on asset |
asset class exposures, various risk constraints, benchmarks, and investment return objectives.
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There will be no categorical prohibition against the use of derivatives and/or other forms of
leverage in mutual funds or exchange-traded funds. However the Board will consider a
particular fund's policies and activities in these areas as part of a more general screening and
surveillance of mutual funds and other investment vehicles. Where the Board permits the use of
derivatives instruments, the Investment Manager shall be permitted, in connection with the
exercise of its power and authority hereunder, as agent of the Board, to post securities, cash or
other property of the applicable fund or other investment vehicle as margin or collateral with any
counterparty, clearing broker or clearing or settlement agent in connection with transactions in
derivatives contracts entered into on behalf of the applicable fund or other investment vehicle in
accordance with this Investment Policy Statement, which securities, cash or other property shall
be subject to a general lien and security interest to secure the performance of the applicable
fund or other investment vehicle under such derivatives contracts. In connection with the
preceding sentence, the Board agrees that it will not cause or allow any such fund or other
investment vehicle to be or become subject to liens, security interests, mortgages or
encumbrances of any kind. Similarly, "funds of funds" and short-selling will not be categorically
prohibited. To the extent that less conventional activities or instruments or techniques are
permitted in the College Savings Trust Fund, the Board in its discretion will apply special
surveillance to protect against abuse, all in the interest of ensuring a continuing appropriateness
for College Savings Program objectives.

F. PERFORMANCE MONITORING

The Board determined it is necessary and reasonable to develop an investment monitoring
program and has delegated such a role to the State Treasurer and Investment Consuitant to
advise the Board with regard to investment and compliance issues. The Investment Consultant
is charged with the goal of monitoring and reporting to the State Treasurer on issues directly
affecting the prudent administration of the College Savings Program, on behalf of the Board and
other College Savings Program stakeholders, and will perform in a manner consistent with
generally accepted standards of fiduciary responsibility.

The investment options will be selected and monitored with the skill, care, and diligence of a
prudent person acting in a like capacity, familiar with such matters and in accordance with all
applicable laws and policies of the Board. All decisions made on behalf of the College Savings
Program will be for the sole benefit of the account owners and beneficiaries. The Investment
Consuitant will monitor the investments and may make informal recommendations to add,
remove, or change the investment options to the State Treasurer as may be appropriate, and as
detailed in Section A above, and the Monitoring Procedures and Criteria.

1. Benchmarks

The Board shall evaluate investment performance relative to an assigned benchmark. The
Program Administrator shall at all times seek to provide performance consistent with
performance criteria as shown in the Monitoring Procedures and Criteria. When evaluating
investment performance, a benchmark will be used to provide relative results with the
following stipulations:

1. Evaluations shall be against an industry standard benchmark;

2. Program Investment Portfolios are to be displayed against an appropriate benchmark or
policy benchmark as outlined in the College Savings Plans of Nevada Monitoring
Procedures and Criteria; and, '
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3. All Underlying Investments and Investment Portfolios shall be considered against their
respective benchmarks over an identical time period.

Each of the benchmarks to be utilized in performance evaluation are identified in the
Monitoring Procedures and Criteria.

2. Investment Status Report

The Investment Consultant shall prepare a separate evaluation, no less frequently than
quarterly, which shall review the performance and status of all underlying investment options
and multi-fund portfolios. The quarterly investment reports provided by the Investment
Consultant will rate all individual fund portfolios and every multi-fund portfolio as either
Positive, Acceptable, Caution or Watch. Additionally, the Investment Consultant may
determine that an Investment Manager, across the College Savings Program, merits
‘Watch” status. The quarterly status report will also recommend changes in “Watch” status,
and will include the timing of any status change and the reason for the change. Any
investment or Investment Manager on “Watch” status may have unique reporting
requirements while it is on “Watch” status as reasonably requested by the Board. This
“Watch” status reporting shall be provided to the Board.

The Investment Consultant and State Treasurer have jointly determined the criteria for an
investment fund or Investment Manager to be placed on, or removed from, “Watch” status
as detailed in a separate document entitled the Monitoring Procedures and Criteria for the
Nevada College Savings Program.

G. ANNUAL INVESTMENT REVIEW

The Investment Manager(s) and the Program Administrator will jointly present investment
reviews for each of the Investment Manager's segment of the College Savings Program, on an
annual basis or more frequently as requested by the Board, in accordance with contractual
requirements, if all parties consider it to be prudent and reasonable. These reviews will include
any proposed (by any party) changes to approved benchmarks, the investment menu, asset
mix, fees, etc. Proposed changes will be reviewed by the Investment Consultant and the State
Treasurer prior to presentation to the Board, and this review may result in changes to the
presentation, any proposals, etc. However the Board will retain the final decision-making
authority to accept, reject, request modification, or defer any recommendations. Updates to all
disclosure and customer documents to reflect approved changes will be reviewed and approved
as appropriate by the State Treasurer or designee.

H. PROXY VOTING

By virtue of owning shares of underlying mutual funds and other products, the Program receives
proxy voting materials periodically, which range from the election of board members for mutual
funds to requests to modify a fund’s fee structure or investment guidelines. Consistent with its
fiduciary responsibilities, the Program has chosen not to delegate these votes to the Program
Managers, but has developed the following guidelines in order to manage the exercise of proxy
voting rights for the Program investment options. These guidelines recognize that generally our
Program represents a very small share of voting shares for a fund, and the frequency of regular
Board meetings may prevent the Program from entering votes by funds’ deadlines.
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Also, the Investment Managers are responsible for adopting written proxy voting policies and
procedures as required by Rule 206 (4)-6 under the Investment Advisers Act of 1940. The
Policy is generally adopted by each Fund, series of Funds or Investment Management Firm.
These policies and procedures will cover the voting of the underlying equity securities and may
also apply to voting and/or consent rights of the underlying fixed income securities in funds,
separately managed accounts and other similar products. The Board specifically delegates to
each Investment Management Firm, the responsibility to vote each of the securities listed in the
immediately preceding sentence. These policies should be designed and implemented in a
manner to ensure voting is exercised in the best interest of Fund shareholders.

1. Upon receipt of proxy voting materials, the Program Manager or Investment Manager
will forward all materials to the State Treasurer’s Office. The Program Manager and
Investment Manager will attempt to direct that proxy voting materials be mailed or sent
electronically directly to the State Treasurer’s Office.

2. Upon receipt of the proxy, staff at the State Treasurer’s Office will carefully analyze the
implications of proxy proposals. Based on the guidelines below, staff will determine
whether it shall administratively vote on a proxy or forward the proxy vote to the Board
for a decision. This helps ensure the Program (1) always votes the proxies it is entitled
to vote; (2) votes after careful consideration of the issues; and (3) always casts votes in
the best interest of Program beneficiaries. These guidelines are intended to provide
general direction on particular issues. They are not meant as a substitute for careful
review of ballot proposals.

3. The Board has delegated the following types of votes to the State Treasurer:

a. Election of Board(s)Trustees
i. The Board(s) of Trustees must be an independent force in fund affairs
and manage on behalf of shareholders. In 2004, The Securities and
Exchange Commission adopted amendments to rules under the
Investment Company Act of 1940 which help to ensure trustees remain
independent and make decisions in the best interest of shareholders. Due
to this, the State Treasurer will generally vote for trustee nominees
recommended by the Investment Manager.
b. Increases in Expenses of the Investment Option
i. Staff will vote against proposals which will increase investment option
expenses. ‘ »
ii. A situation in which staff is supportive of a fee increase will require the
item to be submitted to the Board for affirmative action.
c. Distribution Agreements '
i. Staff will vote on distribution agreements on a case-by-case basis.

4. The following types of proxies will be placed on the Board’s next regularly scheduled

agenda or in extraordinary cases, may merit a special Board meeting:
a. Amendments to Investment Options’ Fundamental Policies’

! The 1940 Investment Act requires each fund adopt fundamental policies with respect to certain activities, and effectively
provides that such policies may not be changed except by a majority of shareholder votes. These activities include, but are not
limited to, underwriting securities issued by other persons, purchasing or selling real estate, issuing senior securities, borrowing
money, making loans, purchasing or selling commodities, and the concentration of investments in a particular industry(ies).
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i. Votes on amendments to funds’ fundamental policies will be made on a
case-by-case basis.
b. Amendments to Fundamental Investment Restrictions
i. Votes on amendments to fundamental investment restrictions will be
made on a case-by-case basis.
c. Social and Environmental Issues
i. Votes on social and environmental issues will be made on a case-by-case
basis.
5. Other ltems
a. On other items that are deemed routine by staff (such as those which do not
change the fundamentals of the fund), staff will generally vote in the manner
recommended by the Investment Manager.

b. On other items that are deemed non-routine by staff, proxy votes will be placed
on the Board’s next regularly scheduled agenda or in extraordinary cases, may
merit a special Board meeting.

These guidelines are intended to provide general direction on particular issues. Staff will provide
the Board with a report of any missed votes at the next regularly scheduled Board meeting with
an analysis of the reason(s). The Board will receive a proxy voting summary report annually.

The above guidelines apply to proxy votes for underlying mutual funds or other types of
investment options, but do not apply to proxy votes for companies for which these funds own
shares or debt of.

-J. ADOPTION AND REVIEW OF POLICY

The Board will review this Policy at least once every two years. Changes can be made at any
time to this Policy to the extent such changes would be in the best interest of the Account
Owners and beneficiaries; however changes are expected to be infrequent, as they will reflect
long-term considerations, rather than short-term changes in the financial markets. The State
Treasurer's Office will communicate any proposed modifications in writing on a timely basis to
interested parties, including the Program Administrator and Investment Managers, who shall
have a reasonable amount of time to respond to such proposals.
